SS Cape Sun or SS Newlands or similar

 

Day 8 -Cape Town

 

After having breakfast at the hotel, we shall proceed for local Cape Town touring which shall include the Malay Quarter, past the Castle, and

around Table Bay to Millerton lighthouse and many other remarkable places.

We shall also visit the Table Mountain (weather permitting) by the Aerial Cable Car which trips you 1089 meters above Cape Town and explore

the summit, it’s a flattopped mountain forming a prominent landmark overlooking the city of Cape Town in South Africa. We shall also enjoy a

12-15 mins helicopter ride (weather permitting) to enjoy aerial view of the famous beaches, 12 apostles, etc. (Infants not allowed in helicopter

ride). Later proceed back to the hotel, spend remainder of the day at leisure, enjoy dinner at the hotel & spend overnight at Hotel.

 

Day 9 -Cape Town

 

After having breakfast at the hotel, we shall proceed for a full day tour the Cape Peninsula. Travel at a pace that allows you to explore the beauty



of the Cape Peninsula. Depart for the Cape of Good Hope Nature Reserve along one of South Africa’s most scenic routes, passing Hout Bay.

Enjoy a cruise to Seal Island, to view seals and sea birds at Duiker Island (weather permitting). Continue to the Cape of Good Hope Nature

Reserve. Indigenous fauna and flora are conserved in this priceless wilderness area. The scenery en route to Cape Point, at the South-Western

tip of the reserve, is particularly lovely in spring when wildflowers carpet the landscape. The new lighthouse – the most powerful in the world –

beams an electric light of 19 million candle power across the ocean. Ascend to the top by Funicular. Enjoy a visit to the Penguin

colony at Boulders Beach before you return to Cape Town. Dinner & overnight at the hotel.

 

 

Day 10 -Pretoria/Johannesburg – Depart For Mumbai

After breakfast it’s the time to say Goodbye to your new friends in South Africa. Checkout of the hotel & proceed to Cape Town International

Airport for your flight back home. Take back wonderful memories of your South African tour.

On the way up in the aircraft to your tandem skydive, the view is breathtaking. To the south, the city bowl lies sandwiched between towering

Table Mountain and bustling Table Bay harbour. Further south, and to the far side of the mountain, lies False Bay, Hout Bay and the splendour

of the south peninsula as far as Cape Point. To the west, you will spot Robben Island and the Atlantic Ocean breaking on the beautiful Cape

West Coast, as famous for its icy water temperature as it’s mouth-watering crayfish. To the north, the Langebaan lagoon, a great kitesurfing and

windsurfing venue.

 

Tandem Paragliding from Lion’s head  -

Tandem paragliders, designed to carry the pilot and one passenger, are larger but otherwise similar. They usually fly faster with higher trim

speeds, are more resistant to collapse, and have a slightly higher sink rate compared to solo paragliders.

SHARK CAGE DIVING

DURATION : FULL DAY FROM Cape Town

The shark cage dive takes place out at Dyer Island, roughly 15 minutes by boat from Gansbaai. The island is home to a colony of over 50 000

Cape Fur Seals – the white shark’s favourite food and primary source of nutrition. Running between Dyer and neighbouring Geyser Rock is a

channel of ocean so frequented by great white sharks that it has been dubbed ‘Shark Alley’. This is where we anchor for an up-close encounter

with great whites. The cage is dropped at the diving site and guests are allocated diving gear. Guests take consecutive turns in the eight-man

floating cage to experience thrilling underwater views of this majestic apex predator

BUNJEE JUMP -

The bungy jump takes place from the top of the arch of Africa’s biggest bridge. To get out to the jump point we send you out on a zipline

from the bank to the arch. From there, it’s time for your bungy jump - the worlds best bungy!

Two more unique experiences happen in order to get you back to land. First of all, we offer you a winch ride back up to the top of the arch after

your jump. Then you get to walk the suspended walkway back off the bridge. The walkway is bolted to the underside of the road deck 216

meters above the Bloukrans River with spectacular views and a final exposure to the full height of the bridge.

 

Tsitsikamma Waterfall Zipline Tour

Situated 8km east of the Storms River Bridge on the N2, Tsitsikamma Falls Adventure Park offers spectacular Zipline adventure slides across

the Kruis River. Each section of the tour presents its own surprises, adventure, wonders and beautiful views over indigenous Tsitsikamma fauna

and flora. Users can control the speed of their descent, allowing them to stop mid cable to take in some of the awesome views over the

waterfalls.

Departure Dates
Best time to visit South Africa

While South Africa is an all-weather destination, you need to choose your season with care especially if you have wildlife

viewing in mind. The South African weather is marked by two distinct seasons; the dry season and the rainy season. Within

that the dry season picks up in June and goes on through October. Rain showers at this time are few and far between as the

climate is typically cool and sunny. Pick the cooler months between May and September to head out for a game drive

because the chances of spotting the Big Five are higher as they come out to graze. For a camping safari, this however, may

not be the ideal time as the nights tend to get quite nippy. Cape Town, for instance, has a hot and dry summer between

November and February. But for those interested in a coastal drive to Hermanus to watch the migration of the southern right

whales, July to November is an ideal time. The northern part of South Africa receives rains between November and

February, a time highly preferred by ardent birders. December is South Africa’s high season, frequent thunderstorms

notwithstanding. Christmas holidays bring in crowds to its beaches from all over the world spiking up accommodation rates.
