Tour Itinerary
Day 1: Arrive Athens

Upon arrival at Athens, be greeted by our local representative to be transferred to the hotel. In the evening you may enjoy an

additional excursion to ‘Athens night tour with live music, dinner and Greek folk dances (additional charges apply for this excursion).

Day 2: Athens – Cape Sounion -Athens

Proceed for a half day city tour with your local guide; view the Temple of Olympian Zeus, Panathinaiko Stadium, Prime’s Ministers

residence, ex Royal Palace, Zappion, National Garden, Hadrian’s Arch, St. Paul’s Church, Parliament, Tomb of the Unknown

soldier, Catholic Cathedral, Academy, University, National Library, Old Parliament, Constitution Square,Russian Orthodox Church

and Acropolis. In the afternoon proceed for drive along the scenic coastal road which offers splendid views of the Saronic Gulf.

Pass through some of Athens most beautiful suburbs. Arrive at Cape Sounion to visit the 5th century B.C. Temple of Poseidon, here

view some of the most breathtaking panoramic views in the world.

Day 3: Athens – One day Cruise

This morning transfer to the pier for your cruise ship to Hydra, Poros and Aegina islands. Begin by visiting the beautiful small island

of Hydra. Here view the cobblestone streets on the island, where donkeys are the primary mode of transportation. After free time

depart to visit Poros Island. It is lush with pine trees which reach the rugged shores and the sandy beaches. The architecture of

Poros is a marvel right before your eyes. Within the narrow streets of Poros among the white houses and bougainvillea’s, there are

various shops, cafés, taverns and many bars with Greek and foreign music. Later depart for Aegina, the land of legendary Achilles.

Here visit the world famous temple of Aphaia (Athena) imposes at the top of a pine-covered hill. On a clear day, one can see the

Temple of Poseidon at Sounion and the Acropolis of Athens from the site of Aphaia. These three temples form an isosceles triangle

(the holy triangle of the ancient times). Early evening return to Athens and transfer to hotel.

Day 4 – Athens – Argolis region

Depart from hotel and pass by Olympic Stadium to see the Athens 2004 Olympics main venue. Continue to the Corinth Canal for a

short stop. Later drive to Mycenae and visit the archaeological site and the tomb of Agamemnon. After lunch, proceed to Nauplia

the first capital of modern Greece with its Venetian fortress of Pala midi and the fortified islet of Bourtzi for a short stop. Continue to

Epidaurus and visit the ancient theatre, world famous for its outstanding acoustics. Finally, drive along the coastal road of Saronic

Gulf and return to Athens.
